    YUCCA VALLEY – Members of Desert Hills Presbyterian Church here made 
their annual trip to Arizona’s Navajo reservation recently, continuing a tradition 
begun decades ago. 
 
    Gary and Stella Bowman drove to Window Rock, Ariz., in 2005, hoping to 
continue a 40-year ministry started by John and Marge Marks. In 2006, a group 
of the Bowmans’ friends began making the trip. 
 
    Members of Desert Hills Presbyterian Church, their neighbors and friends 
donated clothing, kitchen cookware, stuffed animals, rugs, pillows and linens to 
the outreach program of the Navajo Evangelistic Mission at Hunters Point, Ariz. 
 
    Other items and donations of money went to St. Michael’s School and Home 
for Special Navajo Children, which uses the funs for classroom supplies, the 4H 
Club and Special Olympics.

    Irene Notah, a teacher at St. Michael’s School, took the group to some of the 
classrooms, where the teachers explained how the students learn about daily 
living. 
 
    The 5- children in the school range in age from 7 to 21 years old and come 
from Utah, California, Colorado and Arizona. Some of them live at the school 
because of their health conditions, and those who are able to obtain menial jobs.

Menaul School receives grant from PW  

ALBUQUERQUE, N.M. — Menaul School here has been awarded a "Birthday 
Offering" grant for "up to $150,000" from the Creative Ministries Offering 
Committee of Presbyterian Women (PW) of the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.) to 
support Menaul’s boarding program, reinitiated this year after a 10-year hiatus. 

The money will be used to refurbish existing dormitories and to purchase an 
activities van to provide transportation for boarding students. The school 
currently has six boarding students, all from China. Two more are expected in the 
near future. 

Founded in 1896, Menaul — an independent but PC(USA)-related faith-based 
college preparatory school — served primarily as a Presbyterian boarding school 
for students, from northern New Mexico, Southern Colorado and surrounding 
states for more than 100 years. 

PW's "Birthday Offering" is collected in the spring of each year. It funds up to five 
projects that are not included in the General Assembly Mission Budget. 

Menaul has also recently received gifts from Ultra Painting and the "Walton 
Endowment Fund from Mary Holmes College" to pay for building repair and 
maintenance projects, including the exterior painting of three of Menaul’s historic 
buildings: Donaldson Hall, Davidson Hall, and the gymnasium.

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Report from Marjie Boyer  

USA Mission Experience to South Dakota  
 

The Mission trip to South Dakota was an exciting, rewarding, eye-opening 
experience for me. I arrived Thursday, late afternoon on September 9, 2010, and 
was met by Kathy Reeves who works with Presbyterian Women in the Louisville, 
KY, office. We waited at the airport for one more lady who was coming in from 
Denver, then drove to the motel where I met all the other participants. There 
were 15 women from 15 different synods of the U.S. Ladies from one of the local 
Presbyterian churches met us in a conference room that evening and brought us 
dinner. We met for an opening worship, heard a Native American speaker, 
followed by a Native American family (Rev. Ron and Rev. Danelle McKinney and 
their three children) who welcomed us and talked to us about things to expect, 
and a short overview of the Siouxs, the Dakota language. Rev. Danelle was with 
us for a couple of days on Saturday and Sunday.  
 
The next morning on Friday, we left Sioux City, traveled north all the way to 
Sisseton, nearly at the top of the state and were met by an Indian lady named 
Kay Bursheim. She spent all day and evening with us, took us to two churches, a 
college, an elders’ nutrition center, and in the evening to another church where 
we had the evening meal served by a very welcoming group of church members. 
Their group presented a “Dakota Hymnal” to each of us. They sang from it, and 
then they asked us to sing from it. Rev. Danelle had already told us how to 
pronounce vowels, the c and the s, so we were able to sing halfway correctly. 
Vowels are really like the Spanish ones. The c is pronounced /ch/ and the s /sh/. 
 
On Saturday, we drove south to Brookings (about mid-state) where the University 
of South Dakota is. We had a couple of hours with Rev. Ron McKinney there. 
Rev. Ron is in charge of the Indian Cultural Center; he explained how it got 
started, why it is necessary and its future plans. Because of his hard work and 
planning, more Indian high school students are coming to the university than in 
the past. 
 
On Saturday, we drove south to Brookings (about mid-state) where the University 
of South Dakota is. We had a couple of hours with Rev. Ron McKinney there. 
Rev. Ron is in charge of the Indian Cultural Center; he explained how it got 
started, why it is necessary and its future plans. Because of his hard work and 
planning, more Indian high school students are coming to the university than in 
the past. 
 
We also visited The Wholeness Center: Domestic Violence and Sexual Assault 
Services, which is in Flandreau (Flandreau Reservation). Rev. Danelle met us 
there; she is on the board of the center and has worked with it for 20 years, 
helping Indian women get safe from abusive/and/or drunken husbands. We also 
were guests at The First Presbyterian Church of Flandreau; the oldest 
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continuously worshipping congregation in the state of South Dakota established 
by the Santee Dakota Indians. Rev. Sidney Byrd, a gentleman who is 91, met us 
there and shared the history of the church with us. He speaks English and 
Dakota, both fluently, both beautifully. He is a writer, a philosopher, a historian. 
We were all thrilled with him. He doesn’t really hear much of what we say, but he 
loves to tell funny jokes and certainly has no trouble giving us history lessons. He 
knows his Dakota history. 
 
That evening we saw dancing which was more Choctaw than Dakota. Rev. Ron 
McKinney has started a dancing group, and since he is Choctaw, the dances are 
primarily from that culture. His three children and about five others are in the 
group. He sings and taps on clav� s to keep the rhythm exact.  
 
After being on the east side of the state (two reservations: Lake Traverse 
Reservation up near Sisseton; south to Brookings and Flandreau at the 
Flandreau Santee Sioux Reservation) for a couple of days, by Sunday evening, 
we turned west, drove all the way to the Missouri River, then south east and 
ended up at the famous Pine Ridge/Rosebud reservations.  
 
At Pine Ridge we saw the Wounded Knee Massacre gravesite, which was an eye 
opener, to say the least. We were hosted by a Rev. Simon Looking Elk and his 
wife, Lavonne, and Madeline Terry, a member of the Pine Ridge Presbyterian 
Church. They took us everywhere, helped us understand things socially and 
politically and historically. There is so much poverty, alcoholism and rampant 
diabetes just everywhere. We heard Indian government people (Bureau of Indian 
Affairs) who do social work, the program director of legal lands, the health 
administrator of part of the Pine Ridge tribe, even heard the President of Waser 
Tribe,Theresa Two Bulls.  
 
We were privileged to spend a morning at Lakota Oglala College, hear the  
president, Thomas Short Bull, whose grandfather was famous and whose father 
is an artist. The college is tribally owned and controlled, sanctioned and 
governed by the tribe. 2500 Oglalas have achieved a degree from there. After 
that, we went to the Lakota Funds, which is a credit union, bank, and includes 
consumer assistance.They have brought their county from the most 
impoverished county up to 56th. They are extremely proud of what has happened 
to their Indian families because of the Lakota Funds, which is struggling to bring 
independence and initiative back again to the Indians. 
 
Wednesday was a free day, and we had the opportunity to see the Crazy Horse 
monument and also Mt. Rushmore monument. On our final evening we met 
together one last time at Westriver Presbyterian Church in Rapid City, held a 
debriefing session and worked on our commitment statement. Lavonne Looking 
Elk and Madeline Terry said, “This is the first time anyone from the general 
church has come. You came!” 
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We KNEW this was important to them—that we came and listened and prayed 
with them and just learned! It meant the world to all of them that we cared 
enough to do this. We left the reservations of South Dakota with a completely 
different understanding of our Native American brothers and sisters, and they will 
live in our hearts for always.
