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So you’ve never run for class president or even secretary.
That doesn’t mean that you’re not a leader. Often, when we 
think of leaders, we think of monarchs or elected officials. 
We think of the special perks and privileges that are
associated with the title of leader. Sometimes leaders and 
leadership status may seem so unattainable.

But leaders can be right under your nose. They come in all
types of packages with different styles of operating. 
Leadership doesn’t just mean ordering someone around. 

Many times it means providing an example that can be modeled and followed. It means setting a 
standard and working or living according to it.
